What is Wisconsin Bookworms?

Reading to children at a young age helps them
develop a love of reading, along with an
enthusiasm for learning. Yet, many children
do not have the opportunity to own books.

The Wisconsin Bookworms reading program
is designed to provide FREE books, and an
early reading experience to children from
limited income families in Wisconsin.

Volunteers read a book to the children on a
regular basis, engage them in a related
activity, and give a free copy of the book to
each child. Educational activity sheets are
also provided for each book.

The books that the children receive throughout
the school year help them create their own in-
home library. Families of the children become
involved in reading and doing family literacy
activities.

Wisconsin Bookworms

The Wisconsin Association for Home
and Community Education (WAHCE)
offers the Wisconsin Bookworms
Program to 33 counties reaching
almost 4000 children this school year.
