SCHOLARSHIP FORM 

Scholarships will be awarded to Washington County HCE members and their extended family members. The Washington 
County HCE member must be a current WCAHCE member in good standing. The recipient must plan to continue their 
education at an accredited college or vocational school. Applications will be accepted from all members and their extended 
family, who are either graduating from high school, are re-entering, or are presently attending a college or vocational school. 
Former scholarship recipients may also re-apply but may only receive the scholarship for a total of two years.  

Scholarships to be awarded: 

− An accredited college or technical school for $1,000 a year per student. First semester payment of $500 upon 
receipt of certificate of registration for fall semester. The second semester payment of $500 upon registration for the 
next semester.  

− Part-time (1-5 credits) scholarship for attending an accredited college or vocational school for $500 to be paid at the 
start of the fall semester after receiving course registration for the fall semester.  

The scholarships will be awarded to the recipients, based on the Scholarship Committee’s reviewing of the application 
forms. Interviews may be conducted at a later date. Scholarship certificates will be presented at the HCE Spring Fling 
banquet in May. 

*The completed application form must be received no later than March 15, 2026.
