One of the scholarships is named in honor of Edie Felts-Podoll, a retired Family Living Educator who served her
entire career here in Adams County as a community educator out of the University of Wisconsin Extension
Service office. The Adams County HCE designated the scholarship as a thank you for her service. Preference
may be given to college majors in the area of 4-H or Extension education, but is not required.

The scholarship winners will be announced at your high school awards program in May and possibly at the
annual Spring banquet of the Home and Community Educators early in May.

The scholarship is awarded in two parts - first half upon proof of registration at a college/university and the
second half upon proof of second semester registration.
